MUSIC CORNER      By David Dreher 
 

A Happy and Joyous Easter to all of you!   On 
Easter Sunday we sing and additional hymn called 
a “Sequence”. The sequences originated in the 
tenth century as Latin texts to be substituted for 
the long-drawn final "a" of the alleluia which is 
sung at the end of the Gradual.  Germanic coun-
tries gave birth to numerous sequences often hav-
ing rhymed texts, which immediately followed the 
alleluia.  The number of these sequences was 
greatly reduced in the 16th century. The sequence 
of Easter Sunday, Victimae Paschali Laudes 
(Praise to the Paschal Victim) was written by the 
priest Wipo (about 1030), court chaplain of Em-
peror Conrad. It soon became part of the official 
text of the Easter Mass and is sung or recited in all 
Catholic churches every day during Easter Week.  
There are only four feasts when a sequence is 
used today.  It is obligatory on Easter and Pente-
cost, optional on the Feast of the Body and Blood 
of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the feast of Our Lady 
of Sorrows.
