(4) Encourage parishioners to
remember parish needs as they
make wills, bequests and do
financial planning

for all to become involved in some
form of evangelizaton

(2) Provide personal and formal

(3) Respond to the bereaved and
those suffering loss and trauma

(4) Respond to the needs of the
poor and disadvantaged
